The PACT (Personal
Allowance Carbon Trading) pilot is an EU
PIMMS Transfer project and Ealing Council is
taking part in the scheme.

It enables staff to track and monitor their
carbon emissions on a quarterly basis and
create their personal carbon footprint.
Participants will be given a personal carbon
allowance of 4.5 tonnes for the year. Carbon
emissions will be monitored to see if they
stayed true to the goal. Participants will be
rewarded for sticking to the budget—with
vouchers worth up to £100.
